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1. Introduction
The current text (in table 5.10/5) shows that the SUBTRACT command may be wildcarded. However, no such usage of the wildcarded command is shown in the procedures in the document.  
2. Reason for Change
As shown in table 5.10/5,  for Ix, it is asserted that a wildcarded response to a SUBTRACT may be issued by the IBCF. Specifically, such a command may be issued against either a specific “group” or “interface”.  The call related procedures should be modified to include such wildcard response to subtracts. Also alignment to Mc interface which includes a Table C10.6 listing which procedures my use wildcarded responses is proposed.
3. Conclusions

This PCR provides updates for clause 5.17.3 to include the wildcard in the Release  TrGW Termination procedure.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 29.238 V1.0.1
