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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks SA3 for the LS on LCLS (C4-101362/S3-100585) where SA3 sent some feedbacks on signalling BSS ID across the public NNI.
It is suggested by the SA3 that the BSS Node Id is preferred not to be sent across a public NNI. However, according to the minutes of SA3 meeting, it is clear to see that:

-
“DT suggested that the attack could only come from the home network, so there would not be any risk as this attack would be unlikely and/or unsevere.” 

-
“It was decided to reply along the lines of the DT position, but mentioning that it would be preferable not to send the BSS Id.”
There is inconsistence between the discussion and LS given that LS implies preference which was controversial to the statement of without finding any risk of BSS ID.
Besides, it was stated in SA3 LS that BSS ID equals to location information. However, BSS Id is mainly considered a logical identifier for identification of MSC(s) and was transparent to other network entities, instead of a real geographic address of BSS system.
One additional concern raised in CT4 was if the BSS ID has “potential” issue, (and it is preferred not to be sent across a public NNI), whether the network ID, node ID, call reference ID and GCR, which are also needed to be sent across a public NNI in the same mechanism with BSS ID, would suffer exactly the same issue of the BSS ID.
