Correlation MSISDN

A Correlation MSISDN (C-MSISDN) is used for correlation of sessions at access transfer and to route a call from the IM CN subsystem to the same user in the CS domain. The C-MSISDN is assigned on a per client (i.e. (U)SIM/IMSI) level. 
The C-MSISDN shall represent a string of numeric digits in the range (0 ... 9) where the internal structure is operator specific and is out of scope of this specification. The C-MSISDN may represent an E.164 number as well as an IMSI according to E.212.
