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Fig.1 C-MSISDN assignment
Description 
1) MSISDN is used as User Identity (IMS Public User Identity/MSISDN  as defined in TS 29.328, sect. 7.1) identifying the user for charging, lawful interception etc.

2) the user is stored in the MME as (MSISDN with IMSI#1) and/or as (MSISDN with IMSI#2) 

3) If (MSISDN with IMSI#1) initiate an handover ( MME ( MSC) the correlation “C‑MSISDN#1” needs passed to SCC-AS via ATCF for correlation of IMS session with CS call after the SRVCC handover.

Requirements
1) The C-MSISDN#1 needs be the same retrieved via Sh interface (C-MSISDN#1) related to IMPU/IMPI#1 identifying the same user on the IMS side  (see Fig.1)

2) It should also be possible to retrieve C‑MSISDN#2 related to IMPU/IMPI#2 (MSISDN/IMSI#2) via Sh interface. 
Conclusion
C-MSISDN needs be assigned on per Private Identity (IMPI/IMSI) and needs be defined separately to be retrieved over S6a-interface and Sh-interface in addition to the User Identity (MSISDN). TS 29.328 and other related specifications need be corrected to reflect this. 
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Correlation of IMS session with CS call after SRVCC handover by means of individually assigned C-MSISDN.
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
