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1. Overall Description:

CT4 kindly asks SA2 to provide clarifications on the following issue that have shown up during the CT4 discussions for BBAI (femto).

The H(e)NB local IP address may change during the lifetime of the IKE/SA association & Iu/S1 connection as a result of NAT remapping, e.g. if the NAT devices re-boots without a H(e)NB reset.

Question 1:  Is it required to support NAT remapping scenarios without H(e)NB reset without having to tear down the IKE/SA association and the Iu/S1 signalling connection ?


Question 2:  If such requirements exist, how does the H(e)NB acquire its modified local IP address, and how does the H(e)NB report this modified address to the MME/SGSN ?
