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In CT4#60 CR0028 (C4-130014) on a Reset Request was discussed briefly. CR0028r2 is again submitted in CT4#62 in C4-131103.

However, an alternative for the Reset Request is the Stop-all mechanism which is submitted in CR0038 in the present package.

The Reset Request and the Stop-all mechanism compared:

· The Reset Request is a new request type and Stop-all is an extension of the existing Stop Warning Request.
· The specification of the Reset Request is almost a copy of the Stop Warning Request, but is nevertheless more complicated (more ASN.1 code lines) than the Stop-all mechanism.

· The Reset Request does not contain any reference (Serial Number and Message Identifier) to a message, but addresses all messages in the area. The Stop-all mechanism uses the existing Stop Warning Message, which has a reference to a message, and includes a new flag that requires the eNodeB to ignore the message reference and stop all message broadcast in the area.

· This implies that since the Reset Request has no reference of any kind the incoming Reset Response cannot be linked by the CBC to an outgoing Reset Request. At least not at the protocol level. Other means should be implemented to link both requests.
· The Stop-all mechanism has a reference which is not used to refer to any (existing) message but could be used to link the outgoing Reset Request to the incoming Response.

Therefore, I propose to discuss the CR for the Stop-all mechanism in CT1 and only open the Reset Request in CT1 and CT4 if CT1 finds problems with the Stop-all mechanism.
