ICS Indicator

The ICS Indicator specifies whether or not the subscriber is an ICS user (see 3GPP TS 23.292 [71]). 
The ICS Indicator is permanent subscriber data and is conditionally stored in the HSS, MME, VLR and SGSN.
NOTE:
The value of ICS Indicator is unique for a given subscriber, for both CS and PS, so its value must be the same when sent by the HSS/HLR to the MME/SGSN/VLR over the different interfaces.
