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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT4 has discovered that there is an inconsistency between 3GPP2 X.S0057-B v1.0 and 3GPP TS 29.273 with regard to the 3GPP2 based the Network Initiated PDN disconnection procedure.

According to the Network Initiated PDN Disconnection procedure in the section 10.3 in 3GPP2 X.S0057-B v1.0, the PGW shall remove an existing PDN connection when the PGW receives the Abort Session Request message from an AAA/HSS. See below as excerpted text from 3GPP2 X.S0057-B v1.0.

The HSS/AAA sends an Abort Session Request message to indicate to the P-GW to remove an existing PDN connection, refer to TS 29.273 [36].
However, 3GPP stage 2 does not define procedures for individual PDN connection termination initiated by the HSS/AAA. Instead, PDN disconnection can be triggered by HSS initiated user detach procedure or by re-authorization procedure after removal of the APN from the user profile.

2. Actions:

To 3GPP2 TSG SX group.
