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1. Overall Description:

CT4 is working on the stage 3 impacts on MONTE.
CT4 has agreed to structure the messages in a way that several configuration events can be signalled in one message. For each event an SCEF ID and SCEF reference ID is assigned. The response is structured to be able to report for each  event separately within one message.

CT4 has identified some points which need clarification from Stage 2 perspective:
a) Possible immediate reporting in the configuration response message.

CT4 has done some analysis on which events might be reported in the configuration response message. This is reflected in the table below.

	Possibility of an  immediately available report 

	Monitoring the association of the UE and UICC and/or new IMSI-IMEI-SV association;
	Not possible (only deferred  reports when there is a change)



	UE reachability


	Possible  (UE is reachable, i.e. Connected mode when MME receives the IDR).

TS 23.682 5.6.1.4 is not clear on this possibility of an immediate report. 

	Location of the UE, and change in location of the UE


	Always possible (Last known location or current location when MME/SGSN  receives IDR)

Clearly stated in TS 23.682 5.6.1.5

	Loss of connectivity


	Possible (Connectivity is currently lost)  

Not clearly stated in TS 23.682 5.6.1.3 : it is mentioned the detection of the loss of connectivity

	Communication failure
	Not possible


	Roaming status


	Possible (current roaming status) 

Clearly stated in TS 23.682 5.6.1.7

 Furthermore it was question if such a reporting is limited to one time events?

b) If reporting is stopped due to roaming into an MME/SGSN which does not support the active monitoring event, should the HSS Inform the SCEF about the stop of Monitoring and continuation when the UE roams back into an MME/SGSN which supports the active events.

c) Deletion of a set of Monitoring events:
- Should we allow a kind of wildcard mechanism for SCEF reference ID for deletion to indicate to delete all Monitoring events initiated by the SCEF for a subscriber?
d) Should we allow to delete all Monitoring events configured via an SCEF? (A kind of reset mechanism)

e) Do we have a subscription for MONTE in HSS or a subscription for each MONTE event, or is MONTE allowed for all subscribers?
