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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks SA5 for their LS on OCS address for Gy inter-PLMN. 
Regarding the introduction of an OCS Home domain derived from the subscriber’s IMSI, CT4 analysed the two following possibilities:
- 
the first is to define a new domain name in the form of "ocs.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org" derived from  the subscriber’s IMSI in TS 23.003. This creates an additional domain to manage.
- 
the second, according to the routing rules defined in IETF RFC 3588, relies on the domain name mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org also derived from the IMSI which is sufficient to route a Diameter request command from a VPLMN to the HPLMN of the OCS where a Diameter agent at the border of the HPLMN, by using the application ID of the command, may retrieve the OCS address either by local tables or by a request to the DNS as usually done in the routing of Diameter requests. It is not then needed to create a new domain in TS 23.003. The specification (e.g. TS 29.212) where a mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org domain name based on the IMSI is needed will describe how it is derived from the IMSI.

CT4 has a preference for the second possibility and would like to know the SA5 feedback on this second possibility.
