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	Reason for change:
	When a SCEF restarts it may have lost all his data and it does not know how to handle incomming reports received from HSS, MME and SGSNs. The SCEF needs to inform those nodes about his restart and loss of data (e.g. configuration data) to stop reporting by this nodes.
It needs to be clarified if an HSS should send Insert subscriber data update to all impacted UE's after receiving a Reset from an SCEF. An MME/SGSN in which monitoring events are configured and which is sending reports to the SCEF will any how receive a reset message from the SCEF. An SCEF which restart should not put to much load on other nodes such as the HSS. From a signalling and  load perspective it is prefered that an Reset message on S6t does not trigger a number of Insert subscriber data update on S6a/d.

Restart of the SCEF

When an SCEF restarts after failure it shall perform the following actions:

-
send Reset message to all HSS to which it has sent configuration data or to which it is allowed to send  configuration data. This causes each HSS to delete all events configured by this SCEF. 
NOTE:
The HSS does not need to inform the impacted MME and SGSN as they are already informed by the SCEF
-
send Reset message to all MME to which it has sent configuration data or to which it is allowed to send  configuration data and/or is allowed to receive or receives reports from. This causes each MME to delete all events configured by this SCEF and stop the reporting to this SCEF.
-
Send Reset message to all SGSN to which it has sent configuration data or to which it is allowed to send  configuration data and/or is allowed to receive or receives reports from. This causes each SGSN to delete all events configured by this SCEF and stop reporting to this SCEF.
-
Send Reset message to all IWK-SCEF to which it is allowed to send configuration data or receive reports from. This causes each IWK-SCEF to delete all events configured by this SCEF and stop reporting to this SCEF. The IWK-SCEF shall also additionally forward this Reset message to all the MME/SGSN to which it is connected. This causes in the MME/SGSN to delete all events configured by the SCEF indicated by the SCEF-ID and stop the reporting to this SCEF.
