Justification

In release 13, stage 1 requirements for mission critical push to talk (MCPTT) were specified in 3GPP TS 22.179. In release 14, stage 1 identified the need to specify requirements for other services such as mission critical data (MCData) and mission critical video (MCVideo), as well as common requirements that apply to MCPTT, MCData and MCVideo. So SA1 created four technical specifications:

a.
The requirements common to all mission critical services were specified in 3GPP TS 22.280.
b.
The existing 3GPP TS 22.179 on MCPTT was modified to remove the common requirements
c.
The requirements for MCData were specified in 3GPP TS 22.282.
d.
The requirements for MCVideo were specified in 3GPP TS 22.281.
In release 13, the stage 2 architecture for mission critical push to talk is specified in 3GPP TS 23.179. The 3GPP TS 23.179 specifies MCPTT service and several functional services (like group management, configuration management, identity management) as the common services core. In release 14, based upon the requirements in stage 1, a common functional architecture for all mission critical services was developed in stage 2.This common functional architecture includes the common services core functions and the mechanisms for MCPTT, MCVideo and MCData services to be uniformly developed. SA6 created four technical specifications:

a.
architectural aspects common to multiple mission critical services were specified in 3GPP TS 23.280.

b.
architectural and feature work specific to MCData were specified in 3GPP TS 23.282.

c.
architectural and feature work specific to MCVideo were specified in 3GPP TS 23.281.

d.
existing and new architectural and feature work for MCPTT were specified in 3GPP TS 23.379.
NOTE:
TS 23.179 for MCPTT exists only as a release 13 specification.
In order to specify common protocol aspects in stage 3 for mission critical services, a new work item is required in Stage 3.

4
Objective

In line with the stage 1 identification of common requirements and stage 2 identification of a common functional architecture, the objective in stage 3 is to identify the common protocol aspects for mission critical services which are currently specified in stage 3 MCPTT specifications and move them into new common mission critical services specifications. The common protocol aspects may be further enhanced based upon the work in stage 2. The work at stage 3 will include:

1.
Creation of a new identity management specification for common mission critical services.

Creation of a new specification for configuration management for common mission critical services.

NOTE 2:
3GPP TS 24.384 will exist only as a rel-13 specification.

Creation of a new specification for management objects for common mission critical services.

NOTE 3:
3GPP TS 24.383 will exist only as a rel-13 specification.
4.
Creation of a new specification for group management for common mission critical services.

NOTE 4:
3GPP TS 24.381 will exist only as a rel-13 specification.
The stage 3 work for each feature shall be started only after the applicable normative stage 2 specification is available.
