	Issue 1: Configuring a Monitoring Event in the MME for a group member UE:


The Monitoring Event Configuration Procedure of section 5.6.1.1. of TS 23.682 says “If the Monitoring Request message is for a group of UEs, the HSS includes External ID or MSISDN in the monitoring event configuration and sends an Insert Subscriber Data Request message per UE to all the MME/SGSN(s) serving the members of the group.” The External ID or MSISDN is needed in the monitoring request so that the MME can include the UE Identity (External ID or MSISDN) when reporting the event.  Since the report is configured for a group, the SCEF Reference ID would not be sufficient to identify what UE caused the report. Thus, when a UE Identity (External ID or MSISDN) is included in the event configuration, the same UE Identity should be provided in the report.
Issue 2: Reporting a Monitoring Event at the MME:

The Monitoring Event reporting Procedure of section 5.6.3.1. of TS 23.682 says that when the MME/SGSN sends a report: “If the Monitoring Event configuration includes User Identity, the MME/SGSN sends the Monitoring Indication message including the User Identity.” Thus, the UE Identity (External ID or MSISDN) is included in the event report.

	Updated the Monitoring-Event-Configuration AVP so that the HSS can tell the MME/SGSN what user identity should be inlcuded in the event report.
Udpated the Monitoring-Event-Report AVP so that the MME/SGSN can inlcude a the user identity in the event report.
