HTTP error handling
HTTP/2 supports connection error and stream error as specified in subclause 5.4 of IETF RFC 7540 [7].
For any error that prevents further processing of the frame layer or corrupts any connection state, the endpoint should send a GOAWAY frame with an error code that indicates why the connection is being terminated (see subclause 5.4.1 of IETF RFC 7540 [7]).
For an error related to a specific stream that does not affect processing of other streams, the endpoint shall send RST_STREAM frame with an error code that indicates the type of error (see subclause 5.4.2 of IETF RFC 7540 [7]).
The error code included in the GOAWAY frame and RST_STREAM frame is defined in subclause 7 of IETF RFC 7540 [7].
