Service Based Architecture (SBA) has already selected HTTP/2 as the protocol and HTTP/2 supports Server-side initiated push (see sub-clause 8.2 of IETF RFC 7540), which allows the server to proactively push responses (after it sent the corresponding " PUSH_PROMISE " requests) to a client in association with a previous client initiated request. The pre-emptively sending of materials can improve the efficiency in some scenarios where multiple resources are to be transferred between NFs.
This proposal recommends introduce HTTP/2 Server Push in SBA.
