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1. Overall Description:

CT4 thanks SA2 for their LS on transparent relay between SMF in the VPLMN and SMF in the HPLMN. 

CT4 considers that it is feasible to design a stage 3 solution over N16, along principles similar as those listed in SA2 Answers 4 and 5, allowing:

· the V-SMF to transfer NAS SM information which it does not need to interpret, in a container over N16 towards the H-SMF; 
· the V-SMF to transfer NAS SM information which it does not comprehend (unknown IEs or IEs with an unknown value not set to "reserved" according to the release to which the V-SMF complies), in a different container over N16 towards the H-SMF; 
· the H-SMF to transfer NAS SM information which the V-SMF does not need to interpret, in one container over N16 towards the V-SMF;
· the V-SMF to append unknown NAS SM information received in the N16 container at the end of the NAS SM message it sends to the UE.
The principles to transfer NAS SM information over N16 are specified in the attached 29.502 pCR.
