Description

This service enables a CBCF to broadcast warning messages to UEs in a specific target area. The service operations defined below allow the CBCF to communicate the AN. The following are the key functionalities of this NF service.

-
Provide service operations for starting and stopping distribution of Write-Replace-Warning messages to the AN;

-
Allow CBCFs to subscribe and unsubscribe for notifications of successful start and stop of broadcasting warning messages from the AN;

-
Allow NFs to subscribe and unsubscribe for notifications about specific information from AN, i.e. a failure in ongoing broadcast or a restart of one or more cells which have become available for broadcasting of warning messages.

The Write-Replace-Warning Request service operation shall be invoked by the CBCF to initiate broadcast in one or more cells as indicated in the Warning Area IE. The service operation triggers the AMF to forward the Write-Replace-Warning Request message to the gNodeBs that serve Tracking Areas indicated in the List of TAIs IE. The AMF shall accept the request and respond to the CBCF immediately.
The CBCF shall invoke the service by using the HTTP method PUT.
