In order to discover other NF instance(s) in the 5GC, an NF may query the NF Repository Function (NRF). The address of the NRF can be provisioned into the NF, or the NF can be pre-configured with the FQDN of the NRF. If the address of the NRF is not provisioned, and the NF is not pre-configured with the FQDN of the NRF, the NF self-constructs the NRF FQDN as per the format specified in subclause 28.3.2.X.2.

Format of NRF FQDN

The NRF FQDN shall be constructed by adding the label "nrf" to the beginning of the Home Network Domain (see subclause 28.2) asdescribed below:
