The NF Service Consumer (e.g. AMF) shall retrieve a Dictionary Entry by using the HTTP GET method as shown in Figure 5.2.2.2.1-1.

1. The NF Service Consumer, e.g. an AMF, shall send an HTTP GET request to an individual Dictionary Entry resource.

2b.	On failure, one of the HTTP status code listed in Table 6.1.3.3.3.2-3 shall be returned.  For a 4xx/5xx response, the message body shall contain a ProblemDetails structure with the "cause" attribute set to one of the application errors listed in Table 6.1.3.3.3.2-3, where applicable.
