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Background

Bearer Independent Protocol CAT command optionally offers the possibility to specify which APN the terminal should use (through the ‘Network Access Name’ field) and the User login and password to be connected to the APN.

Launch Browser CAT command on the contrary seems not to offer any possibility to specify the APN to be used. 

In case this would be confirmed, the CAT developer has no way to indicate the APN the terminal should use, and the behaviour is totally left to the terminal implementation, and typically the default APN is used by the terminal. In case the operator would like to differentiate the APN usage for different services (that is to use a specific APN for business applications, another APN for consumer applications, and a third one for VAS service, all of them with different billing schemes and provisioning rules), this is forbidden since it seems not possible to set it into the Launch Browser CAT command.

SCP REQ actions:

1) to discuss whether such assumption (there is no way to specify APN settings into Launch Browser CAT command) is right or not;

2) in case it is right, to discuss whether it is important to add a new feature to CAT or not;

3) in case it is, to discuss whether to produce a CR to 102 412 (requirement specification) or use different mechanisms to instruct SCP TEC to add a new feature to Rel-8 specifications (an LS, an action item from Plenary,…)
