The work item code has been revised from "TEI9" to "SAES-USIM_LTE-Test".

A typo "NRM" has been corrected to NMR. It was also agreed that the Network Measurment Result for the GERAN, UTRAN and E-UTRAN shall not be verified in sequence 1.y as no fixed values can be expected, e.g. because the reported signal strength can have avrious dependencies. Related comments have been added to the logical description of TERMINAL RESPONSE: PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION 1.y.1.
It was discussed that sequence 1.y requires that a GERAN cell, a UTRAN cell and an E-UTRAN cell are simulated at the same time. Samsung and RIM commented that this will require an expensive test system setup of one or multiple network simulators. Samsung believes that GCF will not accept this test in a GCF work item due to the related costs. Gemalto commented that this test respresents a real life scenario and is therfore required and could also be used elsewhere than at GCF. All parties agreed that the test is technically correct and could therefore be kept in the CR.
