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1. Overall Description:

During CT6 #72 in Phoenix, 3GPP CT6 has discussed the changes required in the definition of the Transaction Identifier used in call related ENVELOPE commands, in order to extend its definition for the case of calls done over IMS. Given the large difference in the signalling used for CS and IMS calls and to minimize the impact to the existing UICC cards already in the market, CT6 has agreed to have the terminal generate the Transaction Identifier to uniquely identify each call, regardless of the actual bearer.

As part of this effort, it was noted that TS 102 223 correctly defines the Transaction Identifier as specific for each technology in clause 8.28, but this is not reflected in other clauses of the same specification.

More specifically:

· clause 7.5.1.2:

Transaction identifier: the transaction identifier data object shall contain one transaction identifier, and this shall be the Transaction Identifier in the call setup message from the network.
· clause 7.5.2.2:
Transaction identifier: the transaction identifier data object shall contain one transaction identifier, and this shall be the Transaction Identifier in the call connect message.
CT6 kindly requests ETSI SCP TEC to make the text in TS 102 223 more technology agnostic, avoiding references to specific messages with the network.
CT6 is looking forward to a fruitful collaboration.
