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	Reason for change:
	In some circumstances, the ME might not be able to quickly process the proactive commands from the UICC and send the appropriate TERMINAL RESPONSE. In such cases, it is possible that UE camps on the network before it has a chance to fetch and process the SET UP EVENT LIST command with registration for Location status event sent by the UICC, which is interesting in that information.
The existing specification in ETSI 102 223 clause 7.5.4.1 states:

If the location status event is part of the current event list (as set up by the last SET UP EVENT LIST command, see clause 6.4.16), then when the terminal enters the idle state with the result that either the Location status or Location information has been changed or updated, the terminal shall inform the UICC that this has occurred, by using the ENVELOPE (EVENT DOWNLOAD - location status) command as defined in clause 7.5.4.2.

If the UE is not moving and the location status and location information don’t change, it is possible that ENVELOPE (EVENT DOWNLOAD - location status) is never sent to the UICC, which might create problems to some applications (for example, dual IMSI).
A similar issue exists for ENVELOPE (EVENT DOWNLOAD - Access Technology Change).

	Added additional condition that allows ME to provide the initial location status and location information, or initial Access Technology when the SET UP EVENT LIST command is received.

If a valid location status is available in the UE when the UICC supplies an event list with location status event, the ME might immediately send the ENVELOPE (EVENT DOWNLOAD - location status) command, providing the Location status and the Location information.

Access Technology Change Event

See ETSI TS 102 223 [32] clause 7.5.12.

If a valid access technology is available in the UE when the UICC supplies an event list with Access Technology Change event, the ME might immediately send the ENVELOPE (EVENT DOWNLOAD - Access Technology Change) command, providing the Access Technology.
