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Description:
According to TS102.221, GET RESPONSE command is T=0 specific command.

If the case4 SELECT command is sent to the terminal by OTA, and transmitted to the card using ENVELOPE command, the terminal will never know which protocol is used in the card, but as long as the case 4 SELECT command is sent to the terminal, GET RESPONSE command shall be involved. There occurs a contradiction.

3 solutions may be conceivable.  
1) When sending a case 4 SELECT command, GET RESPONSE shall be involved regardless of the protocol.
2) Delete GET RESPONSE from Table 13 in TS23.048 and also eliminate from Table 12 the command parameters which can be case 2 or case 4 command.
3) Delete GET RESPONSE from Table 13 in TS23.048 and also move from Table 12 to Table 13 the command which can be case 2 or case 4 command.
Conclusion:

NTT DoCoMo recommends case 1) solution as it is the easiest way going forward and the least backward compatibility would occur.
