Enhanced USIM Phone Book

10.4.1
General

[The support of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book is optional. If it is supported, a minimum set of Enhanced USIM Phonebook features shall be supported. – not agreed and needs further study]

10.4.2
Interworking of Phonebook and EUP
In case both the Phonebook as defined in 10.2 and the Enhanced USIM Phonebook are supported on both the ME and the USIM then the Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall have priority.
In case both the Phonebook as defined in 10.2 and the Enhanced USIM Phonebook are supported on the USIM then a synchronisation mechanism shall be provided. [tbd]
10.4.3
Number of entries

The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall not restrict the number of entries.

10.4.4
Storage of multimedia information per entry

The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall support the storage and/or linking of multimedia information per entry. Examples include pictures, logos, movies and ring tones.
10.4.5
Storage of attributes per entry

The specification of the Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall support the storage of attributes per entry. Examples of attributes include category, job-title, position, supplementary information, comment and role. 
In order to allow future evolution of the Enhanced USIM Phone Book, the Enhanced USIM Phone Book shall not restrict the number of attributes per entry. It shall be possible to have multiple instances of the same attribute. In addition it shall be possible to easily add the storage of new types of attributes such as birthdays per entry to the specification.

10.4.6
Group management based on attributes
The Enhanced USIM Phonebook shall be able to retrieve / manage EUP information based on attributes. 
EXAMPLE:
Possible usecases could be to add/delete contact information to a specified group and do some operation such as associating a ring tone to the whole group.
10.4.7
Efficient browsing and searching
Both the UICC and the ME should implement mechanisms to search entries and browse the Enhanced USIM Phone Book efficiently.
10.4.8
Enhanced USIM Phonebook interfaces
All Enhanced USIM Phonebook interfaces shall provide the same set of operations. These operations include:
· add / delete / update / read phonebook data
· synchronise phonebook data
It shall be possible for UICC based applications to access the Enhanced USIM Phonebook.
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
