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	If the UICC is registered to the EVENT Location Status, according to 102.223 sec 7.5.4, the event shall be sent when either Location status or Location Information has changed. 

According to TS 31.111 sec 8.19, Location information contains MCC, MNC, LAC, Cell ID. So, when a handset is camping on a cell, and is reselection a different cell, an EVENT shall be sent to the UICC containing the new cell ID.

In practice, according to handset tests results, the EVENT is not always sent upon cell ID change. Some handsets are sending the EVENT only when it involves a Location Area Code changes. Several cell ID can belong to the same LAC.
The information of cell ID change is critical for MNO offering location based services, such as presence detection, tracking application, mobile street marketing.
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	Clarify that the EVENT Location status shall be sent upon cell ID change.

the "call setup message" is the SETUP message as defined in TS 24.008 [09];

the "call connect message" is the CONNECT message as defined in TS 24.008 [09];

the "disconnect messages" are the DISCONNECT, RELEASE, RELEASE COMPLETE messages as defined in TS 24.008 [09];

the "NULL state" is the CC-U0 state as defined in TS 24.008 [09].

Regarding the location status event, the following equivalence shall apply:

the "idle" state is the MM-IDLE state as defined in TS 24.008 [09].

As a consequence, when the ME enters the idle state with the result that cell ID has changed or udpated, the ME shall inform the USIM that this has occurred, by using the ENVELOPE (EVENT DOWNLOAD – location status) command.
Where events occur and the UICC responds with '93 00', the ME shall retry to deliver the event download messages to the UICC.
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
