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For PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in GERAN, UTRAN and E-UTRAN the following procedures apply:
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TERMINAL PROFILE
Eourth byte - b8: PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NWR) in GERAN
‘Tutentythird bute —b7: PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMFR) in UTRAN
Non espved byte - bx: PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in £-UTRAN.
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At a particular time, a ME can be either connected to a GERAN, a UTRAN or an E-UTRAN network. 
With the TERMINAL PROFILE the ME tell the UICC what it is capable of. The PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION command requests the ME sending current local information to the UICC. The ME returns the requested local information within a TERMINAL RESPONSE as illustrated in Figure N.1.
The request of PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION is restricted to few information elements (e.g. NMR, the Timing Advance, the current WSID, etc.) and can be requested only if supported by the ME. The support of Network Measurement Results on access technology basis should be indicated in the Terminal Profile. Currently there is no bit allocated in the Terminal Profile for PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in E-UTRAN that could indicate terminal capabilities in this matter.
Conclusion: 
No reserved bit in TERMINAL PROFILE for:   PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in E-UTRAN
Decision: 
The PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) information can be requested only if supported by the ME as indicated in the TERMINAL PROFILE. The PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in GERAN and PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in UTRAN are indicated in the TERMINAL PROFILE as described in TS 31.111 section 5.2.  For PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in E-UTRAN no bit is reserved. Lack of separate bit for PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in E-UTRAN will cause issues with the applicability table for conformance tests in TS 31.124. Without this bit there will not be relevant feature dependency specified in order to decide test is applicable or not.
A corresponding indication should be added in TERMINAL PROFILE – a new bit for PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION (NMR) in E-UTRAN is preferred.
