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Introduction
GCF CAG would like to thank 3GPP CT6 for the reply LS the execution of test cases requiring "Memory Full" condition.
CT6 wrote in their reply LS:
“CT6 has considered introducing test case applicability for TS 31.121 test 8.2.1 as proposed by GCF CAG; CT6 concluded that the drawback of implementing such a solution is that most contemporary terminals would no longer be applicable to these memory full tests and the feature would no longer be tested. Furthermore test 8.2.1 is the only test in TS 31.121 which verifies that a class 2 (USIM specific) SM is correctly stored on the USIM. It also verifies that the UE transmits the appropriate signalling to the SMSC in order to reduce SMS retransmissions.”
At CAG#24 the above paragraph was discussed and CAG understood that several test scenarios testing different features - including the one testing the “Memory full” feature - are combined into test case 8.2.1.

If the test scenario testing the “Memory full” feature and other features would not only be available in one combined test case that would allow GCF to deal with the issue of testing the “Memory full” feature without affecting the testing of other features contained in test case 8.2.1.

Actions

1. GCF CAG kindly asks 3GPP CT6 to study whether it would be possible to have additional test case(s) in 31.121 so that testing the “Memory full” feature and other features would not only be available in one combined test case.
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
