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Qualcomm has highlighted in document C6-120533 that some events in TS 31.111 are intended to be specified with a view to be applicable to any bearer, but lack provisions for IMS.

The events pointed out were related to voice calls:
· Call connected event

· Call disconnected event

· MT call event
It was identified among other aspects that addressing is currently only defined using the coding specified for EF_ADN, which is not addressing the case where Universal Resource Identifiers (URIs) would be used as addresses/subaddresses.
Additionally, the CT1 work item bearing code ATURI (WID in CP-120275) mentions that IMS-based services (e.g. VoLTE) can require addressing by URIs and intends to define new (or update existing) AT commands in order to be used for URI addresses for IMS services.
It appears that CT6 may also need to review their features and commands where a dialling string is currently used, with a view to assess whether the support for URI-type addressing is present. The following aspects may be impacted:

· ADN/FDN/SDN
· SET UP CALL

· CALL CONTROL

· SM handling?

Pending on the outcome of the review, CT6 may have to initiate work to provide the necessary features in order to support IMS-based services. It is advised that the analysis to be performed should follow the Qualcomm recommendations in document C6-120533 and also be extended to other specifications.
