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Discussion:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Local Profile Assistant (LPA) is an entity in the device that allows a user to download and manage multiple MNO profiles on the consumer eUICC (per GSMA/GP). Typically, when the user initiates a profile download via LPA UI application, the LPA service on the device tries to establish data connection with the server hosting the profile. 
With that background, does CT6 think that there is value in listing also LPA service in the USIM EF3gpppsdataoff as potential exempt service so that such profile downloads can go through (when the LPA service is listed as exempt in the USIM EF) even if the PD Data is off from the UI? If CT6 agrees, an LS would need to be sent to SA1.
On the contrary side one can argue that the profile download procedure is UI-initiated and hence the user should first turn the PS Data ON from the UI before initiating profile download and hence there is no need for adding LPA to the exempt list.
