1 Introduction

In the SMG2 meeting in Biarritz operators asked to include the requirement on Legacy Transceivers in the radio requirement document for GERAN, ref 1. In this document we propose a slightly modified version of that requirement and ask for inclusion in 10.99.

2 Legacy Transceivers requirement

At the GERAN WS in Uppsala the requirements on Legacy Transceivers were formulated in an output document, ref 2. 

“A GERAN connected to the CN via Iu_ps shall on Legacy Transceivers as minimum be able to support the conversational QoS class for the following speech codecs: FR, HR, EFR and AMR”.

The UMTS transcoder pool in the core network is AMR only based. Since we are working for an UMTS alignment we do not think that we should include the FR, HR and EFR codecs. Our proposed requirement would therefore be slightly modified and be as follows:

“A GERAN connected to the CN via Iu_ps shall on Legacy Transceivers as minimum be able to support the conversational QoS class for the AMR codec.”

We also propose to add the following sentence to clarify the control signal requirement:

“Speech related multimedia control signalling shall be able to be carried by Legacy Transceiver”.
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
