GERAN thanks SA2 for the liaison on Geographic Shape restriction for LCS.  GERAN has agreed to add the following text to GERAN LCS stage 2, 3GPP TS 43.059 v4.0.0 § 9.2, 

"Requirements on the geographic shape encoded within the ‘position information’ parameter may exist for certain LCS client types. The SMLC shall comply with any shape requirements defined in 3GPP and, in a particular country, with any shape requirements defined for a specific LCS client type in relevant national standards."

It was decided to replace the word "restriction" with "requirement" and to remove the example specific only to the US standards.  Furthermore, the specific example is already stated in the applicable GERAN LCS stage 3 specifications, 3GPP TS 48.008 v4.0.0 and 3GPP TS 49.031 v4.0.0. 

GERAN would also like to take this opportunity to inform 3GPP TS SA2 that the explicit support for LCS for packet based GPRS terminals is now deferred to Release 5 in 3GPP TSG GERAN. As a consequence, 3GPP TSG SA 2 may wish to update the 3GPP TS 23.271 accordingly.
