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3GPP TSG GERAN WG2 (GERAN2) would like to thank GERAN4 EDGE for their liaison statement on this subject. 

At the TSG GERAN meeting #4 (April 2 – 6, 2001), GERAN2 has considered the issue brought up by GERAN4 EDGE regarding the applicability of GPRS requirements on an EGPRS mobile station.

The general opinion of GERAN2 is that an EGPRS mobile station shall be considered as a GPRS mobile station with additional capabilities for new radio access protocol features and new modulation and coding schemes. EGPRS is an additional radio access capability, which shall not impact on the protocols at CN level.

Therefore, it is clear that GMM requirements are the same for a GPRS and an EGPRS mobile station, including the “GPRS Attach” concept presented in the CN specifications.

It is also clear that an EGPRS mobile station shall comply with all the GPRS radio requirements including GMSK modulation and GPRS coding schemes.

GERAN2 could agree that the relation between EGPRS and GPRS capabilities is not sufficiently reflected by the technical specifications. Therefore, GERAN2 has agreed to clarify this relation in 3GPP TS 03.64. The agreed change request is attached in document GP‑010908 (R99).
