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Reason for change:
When a NS-VC is deleted at the BSS or SGSN side, the NS-VC is likely to be blocked before, then the peer entity states a test procedure failure. According to the § 7.4.1, this peer entity shall start a blocking procedure through another alive NS-VC. 

This blocking procedure is useless when the NS-VC is blocked and, in the case of deletion above, cannot succeed: a NS-STATUS PDU may be sent. 




Summary of change:
In case of Test procedure failure, a blocking procedure is initiated using any alive NS-VC only if the dead NS-VC was not previously blocked




Consequences if not approved:
Extra NS-STATUS PDU on the interface when a NS-VC is deleted.

Abnormal conditions

If an NS-ALIVE-ACK PDU is received when not expected, it shall be ignored.

If no NS-ALIVE-ACK PDU is received before Tns-alive expires, the test procedure shall be repeated a maximum of NS-ALIVE-RETRIES attempts. After NS-ALIVE-RETRIES unsuccessful retry attempts, the procedure is stopped, the NS-VC is marked as dead and blocked, the O&M system and the load sharing function are informed, and an NS-STATUS-Indication is sent to the NS user entity. If the NS-VC is not already blocked, a blocking procedure is initiated using an alive NS-VC, if any. Further actions of the O&M system are out of the scope of this Technical Specification.
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
