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1. Introduction

During the GERAN WG4 session of GERAN#7, held in Cancun 26-30 November 2001, the issue on how to clearly handle Core Specification requirements and Tests , when there are differences in different releases was raised. 

2. Proposed Solution

A modification to the section 9 of TS51.010-1 where  the general basic formats for tests are specifed is proposed without any PICS/PIXIT definition in order not to have more complex management of the TS 51.010-2. Besides this modification will allow the management of more than 2 different Releases as the differences could also be found in other Releases than R98 and R99 :
