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3GPP TSG-GERAN thanks ITU-T SG 2 for their Liaison Statement to ETSI on E.212 Mobile Country Codes.  3GPP-TSG-GERAN has been made aware of the discussions in ITU-T SG 2 with respect to MCC, and would like to provide the following information on the use of MCC in GSM networks.
3GPP TSG-GERAN would like to inform ITU-T SG 2 that GSM networks use the MCC and MNC to uniquely identify the Public Land Mobile Network (PLMN).  The MCC and MNC are also utilised in the radio interface for radio planning.  The MCC is allocated on a per country basis and is used for radio frequency planning within each respective country.  The concept of a shared MCC would require replanning of radio networks, and therefore, it is not recommended.  UMTS also utilises MCC/MNC in a similar manner.
