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Changes to 44.004 for Release 5

Introduction

At the Geran #8, Tdoc GP-020165 was submitted containing proposed changes for release 5. The document was discussed at WG1 but unfortunately there was not sufficient time to deal with the document at Geran #8 WG2. 

Tdoc GP-020165 was revised as Tdoc G2-020219 for Geran #8bis WG2.

This documents summaries the discussion at the Geran #8 WG1 and Geran #8 bis WG2.

Summary of actions from Geran #8 WG1:-

1. The new specifications 44.118 and 44.160 need to be referenced.

2. In section 2.3, the 26,27 and 46 series specifications need to be referenced.

3. In section 4.1 b), the reference to the location of random access primitives needs to be clarified for A/Gb mode and Iu mode.

4. Figure 5.1 on “States of the physical layer in the MS” is stated as being applicable to A/Gb mode. A new figure is added for Iu mode.

5. Minor editorial changes.

Open Issues from Geran#8 WG1

Regarding the changes of “packet data physical channel” to “shared basic physical subchannel” and “dedicated physical channel” to “dedicated basic physical subchannel” there was the following concerns:-

· Is the terminology “dedicated basic physical subchannel” and “shared basic physical subchannel” applicable to both Iu mode and A/Gb mode?

· What is the impact of applying these changes to other 44 series specifications such as 44.060 and 44.018?

The WG1 meeting did not reach a conclusion on either of these points. It was generally thought the terms  “dedicated basic physical subchannel” and “shared basic physical subchannel” where applicable to both A/Gb and Iu mode in which case the changes made to 44.004 in tdoc GP-020165 are correct, and that separate clauses are not need for the two modes. 

Summary of actions from Geran #8 bis WG2:-

1. References to 44.060/44/160 should be clarified to indicate applicability to A/Gb or Iu mode.

2. In section 2.1a clarify reference to control channels.

3. Clarify definition of packet mode.

4. Figure 5.1 should be made applicable to A/Gb mode and Iu mode.

5. In the diagrams showing the SAPs between physical layer and upper layer, show FACCH shared (SFACCH), and ensure that the captions with the figures have a consistent name format.

6. Minor editorial changes.
