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As the RLC/MAC messages which include the MS RAC IE must fit into one radio block, GERAN WG2 came to the conclusion that with current coding of the IE the number of bands which could be indicated are very limited(2 up to 3 bands). This is seen as a serious problem, as the network will not be able to assign certain radio resources even the MS would support these.
In order to ensure that more supported radio access technologies could be included in the MS RAC IE, GERAN WG2 has agreed a new alternative coding of radio access capabilities, which only include these information's which are different from access technology to access technology. This structure contains always the Access Technology Type, the GMSK Power Capability and the 8PSK Power Capability. Furthermore GERAN WG2 came to the conclusion, that the CS specific parameters A5bits, HSCSD, ECSD, SMS_VALUE and SM_VALUE included in the MS RAC IE are not used by the SGSN neither the BSS. It has therefore been clarified that those parameters may be excluded by the MS in order to reduce the overall length of the MS RAC IE.
Actions:

GERAN WG2 would ask CN WG1 to endorse the attached 24.008 CR on "Alternative coding of radio access capabilities".
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
