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Title: Proposal for the evolution of the GCF GPRS Recommended Set 

The GCF GPRS Recommended Set evolution should include the following features:

· Recommended Set features (as listed in GP-011914)

· NC2

· Coding Schemes CS1,CS2, CS3 & CS4

· RLC/MAC Control Segmentation

· Optional Octets in RLC/MAC Control Block Header

· USF Granularity

· Packet Assignment Direct Encoding 2

· Multiple PCCCH

· Support of the whole validity range for BS_PBCCH_BLKS, BS_PAG_BLKS_RES, BS_PRACH_BLKS

· BS_PCC_REL

· PBCCH description for the target cell in PSI3 and PSI3bis in the serving cell

· Packet PSI Status message

· PSI1 and PSI13 on PACCH

· Resource Reallocation for Uplink TBF (3GPP 04.60, chapter 8.1.1.1.2)

· Dynamic PSI changes

· TBF Starting Time

· Persistence Control Parameters (PRACH Control Parameters IE) on both PBCCH (PSI1) and PCCCH (Packet PRACH Parameters message)

The starting validity date for the GCF GPRS Recommended Set evolution is 1/1/03.
In order to speed up the introduction of features already available, a split between The GCF GPRS Recommended Set # 2 and #3 is suggested.


Recommended Set # 2:

· Recommended Set features (as listed in GP-011914)

· TBF Starting Time

· Coding Schemes CS1, CS2, CS3 & CS4

· RLC/MAC Control Segmentation

· Optional Octets in RLC/MAC Control Block Header

· USF Granularity

· Support of the whole validity range for BS_PBCCH_BLKS, BS_PAG_BLKS_RES, BS_PRACH_BLKS

· BS_PCC_REL

· PSI1 and PSI13 on PACCH

· Resource Reallocation for Uplink TBF (3GPP 04.60, chapter 8.1.1.1.2) (note that this is split into two parts, one where there were two or more simultaneous user data flows which is in GCF GPRS Recommended Set #2.  
Whether the single user data flow with simultaneous GMM or GPRS SMS is in Recommended Set #2 will be agreed at the next GCF agreement group meeting (London, December 2002).

· Dynamic PSI changes

· Persistence Control Parameters (PRACH Control Parameters IE) on both PBCCH (PSI1) and PCCCH (Packet PRACH Parameters message)

The starting date for implementation of the GCF test schedule for the Recommended Set #2 is 1/1/03.  This set will automatically expire in the favour of the Recommended Set #3.
Recommended Set # 3:

· NC2

· Recommended Set # 2 

· Packet Assignment Direct Encoding 2

· PBCCH description for the target cell in PSI3 and PSI3bis in the serving cell

The Starting date for implementation of the GCF test schedule for the Recommended Set #3 is at the GCF-AG meeting on 12/3/03. This set of features will not have any expiry date. 

Changes to GCF-CC

GCF –CC shall have two annexes added:

I. The Annex containing a list of “GPRS Features not in scope for testing for a Recommended Set Terminal” 
This list shall contain all of the features that the Operators and Manufacturers jointly agree are not to be tested for a mobile certified against any of the GPRS Recommended Sets.  The assumption is that features outside of this list are within scope for GCF testing subject to validated test cases being available:
- GPRS Extended Measurements
- Packet Queuing Notification.
- PSI 3bis Neighbour Cell Parameter Coding Method NCP2
- NC1
- GPRS in dedicated mode
- Closed ended TBF assignment
- Short Access
- Fixed Allocation


II. The Annex containing any GPRS Parameter Restrictions for testing a Recommended Set Terminal.  
This list shall contain any Parameter Restrictions jointly agreed by manufacturers and Operators to be applied specifically to each of the GPRS Recommended Sets.  
The Packet PSI Status message shall be indicated as an optional feature for R97,98 &99.  It shall be possible to select this feature in the GCF-CC options table for a Recommended Set terminal to allow it to be tested outside of the Full Set.  Note that a Full Set terminal may also choose whether to implement this feature or not.

The PBCCH description for the target cell in PSI3 and PSI3bis in the serving cell feature shall be indicated as an optional feature.  It shall be possible to select this feature in the GCF-CC options table for a Recommended Set terminal to allow it to be tested outside of the Full Set.  Note that a Full Set terminal may also choose whether to implement this feature or not.
