	An SMLC can already abort positioning by returning a BSSAP-LE Perform Location Response to a BSS containing an LCS Cause IE. An SMLC can also abort an existing positioning procedure in the BSS and start a new procedure by sending a new BSSLAP positioning related command (e.g. see clause 8.5.3.1 in 43.059). Therefore, a BSSLAP Abort is anyway not needed.
