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1. Overall Description:

TSG GERAN WG2 would like to inform TSG RAN WG2 and TSG CN WG1 that CRs to allow for reducing the GSM call set-up delay for dual-mode MSs in Release-5 of GERAN specifications have been discussed. During the discussion of the introduction of this feature TSG GERAN WG2 has decided: 

1) If GERAN specifications were impacted, the preferred solution would be to indicate the support for the compressed coding of the INTER RAT HANDOVER INFO message with 1 bit overhead in the IMMEDIATE ASSIGNMENT message. 

2) The additional introduction of the “limitation of the pre-defined configurations” to further reduce the GSM call set-up delay is not justified given the required overhead of carrying the support indication over the air interface. The indication of this optional feature will not be included in the GERAN specifications. TSG GERAN WG2 also recommends this option be removed in TSG RAN WG2.

TSG GERAN WG2 would also like to underline their concerns with TSG RAN WG2 introducing a new feature to a frozen Release, but also with the fact that TSG GERAN were not first consulted when this new feature aims at optimising GSM operation.

3. Actions:

TSG GERAN WG2 kindly asks TSG CN WG1 to discuss any proposals they have on the inclusion of the indication(s) for this feature. TSG CN WG1 should decide whether they would prefer for the indication(s) to be included in NAS signalling or for the single indication to be included in the IMMEDIATE ASSIGNMENT message and then liase back to GERAN their decision.

TSG GERAN WG2 kindly asks TSG RAN WG2 to consider removing the option of “limitation of the pre-defined configurations”.
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
