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This document is the revised version of [1]. It is proposed to include the following text in the MBMS TS [2], clarifying that an MBMS channel can be reconfigured using the PACKET DOWLINK ASSIGNMENT message. The current working assumption in GERAN is that recounting during a session shall not be supported and the current agreement in GERAN is that a reconfiguration between p-t-m and p-t-p connection is not possible in A/Gb mode. 

It is also clarified that in A/Gb mode an MBMS channel is allowed to carry one (more) MBMS p-t-m radio bearer(s) and GPRS and/or EGPRS TBF(s). The multiplexing capability is provided by the bearer identifier, i.e. the TFI for a p-t-p bearer and the MBMS_BEARER_ID for an MBMS p-t-m bearer.

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TS 22.146 [3] and the following apply.

MBMS radio bearer: In A/Gb mode an MBMS radio bearer is defined as “point-to-multipoint”.

MBMS channel: An MBMS channel consists of the physical resources assigned to one or(more) MBMS service(s). In A/Gb mode an MBMS channel carries one (more) MBMS p-t-m radio bearer(s) and may carrybe on one (more) PDCH(s) with GPRS and/or EGPRS TBF(s). 

MBMS session: Defined in TS 22.146 [3].

MBMS service: Defined in TS 22.146 [3]. 

MBMS service class: An MBMS service class is defined as either Background or Streaming, according to TS 23.107 [2].

MBMS notification: Defined in TS 23.246 [5].
