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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to inform RAN3, CN1 and CN4 that they have studied modifications required for the case of handovers in a shared network.

In the case of a handover to a GWCN CS node when the UE is in a CS call, the target RNC should indicate the current selected CS core network operator identity to the UE via, for example, the RRC UTRAN MOBILITY INFORMATION message, but there is no way for the target RNC to know this information with the existing specifications. As the source RNC is the decision point of the selected target cell according to some IMSI-based information such as SNA for shared networks in connected mode, SA2 has made an architectural choice in which the selected PLMN will be transferred from the source RNC to the target MSC during the relocation preparation phase, so that the target MSC will indicate it to the target RNC via Relocation Request.  

The same should apply for the case when the UE has an ongoing PS connection when making a handover to a GWCN PS node. 

It is SA2 understanding that this will induce modifications at least in RANAP specifications. 
2. Actions:

To RAN3, CN1 and CN4 groups

ACTION: 
SA2 informs RAN3, CN1 and CN4 that they have agreed on the attached CR to TS 23.251 and kindly asks RAN3, CN1 and CN4 to take them into account and make corresponding changes in their specifications where necessary or advice SA2 of any problem with the above solution.
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
