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	As is already well understood, it may be better for the MS to avoid reselecting to a neighbour cell if it can receive the service satisfactorily in the current cell due to the interruption caused at cell reselection. Preventing cell reselection is more critical towards the end of the session where an interruption would result in a truncation of the session, which could not be continued in the target cell.

For further details, see the discussion document in GP-042461 and GP-050125.
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	The procedures a mobile in broadcast/multicast receive mode should obey, such that if necessary intra-RAT cell reselection can be restricted towards the end of a session are specified in section 6.2.3.

It is the responsibility of the network to keep track of the progress of a session and to explicitly signal the MS to the new MBMS intra-RAT thresholds when deemed necessary. The parameters may be sent in the MBMS_ASSIGNMENT or MBMS_NEIGHBOUR_CELL_INFORMATION message.

The modified reselection criteria only apply when the mobile is in broadcast/receive mode. As soon as the MS moves to a different mode normal cell reselection applies.
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6.2.3 Cell Reselection

Mobile stations in broadcast/multicast receive mode shall obey the intra-RAT and inter-RAT cell reselection algorithms defined for the GMM Ready state (see 3GPP TS 45.008), apart from the following exceptions.
For intra-RAT cell reselection, during the last part of an MBMS session, the cell reselection algorithm may be adjusted by a configurable threshold, MBMS_RESELECT_OFFSET in order to reduce the likelihood of cell reselection. It is the responsibility of the network to decide when to instruct the MS to apply new thresholds based on the remaining time to the end of a session. The remaining time to the end of a session is derived from the Estimated Session Duration. The threshold offset may be increased further, by MBMS_RESELECT_OFFSET_DIFF_SA for cell reselection to cells in a different MBMS Service Area to the serving cell. An indication of the whether a cell being considered for reselection is in a different Service Area is given in the MBMS_NEIGHBOUR_CELL_INFORMATION message; if this information is not available the mobile station shall apply the unmodified threshold.
A separate threshold value may be defined for each MBMS session. If a mobile station is receiving more than one session it shall apply the largest threshold value for all the sessions it is listening to. The MS shall apply the most recently received set of parameters.
When leaving broadcast/multicast receive mode, the mobile station shall resume normal cell reselection as defined in 3GPP TS 45.008, using the parameters broadcast in the (Packet) System Information.
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
