Target BSS to Source BSS Transparent Container

In UTRAN -> GERAN A/Gb mode the Target BSS to Source BSS Transparent Container is sent from the target BSS to the source RNC in the PS Handover Request Acknowledge message, Forward Relocation Request message and the Relocation Command message in order to support inter-RAT PS handover from UTRAN (CELL_DCH state or CELL_FACH state, only PS RABs established) to GERAN A/Gb mode.

The Radio Network part consist of  the required information for access in the target cell and the information on allocated radio resources: uplink and downlink TBF parameters, PS Handover reference and generic parameters for access in the target cell (i.e. GPRS cell options, target cell "Cell Selection struct", global power control parameters, reference frequency lists, cell allocation, GPRS mobile allocation). Over the air interface this radio network container is sent within the Handover from UTRAN Command message.


The Core Network part consist of the following:

· XID Command for the PDP Contexts for which the BSS PFCs are set up in the target BSS.

· The associated SAPI and PFI for each NSAPI.
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
