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1.Overview 

TSG SA WG2 would like to thank TSG SA WG4, for their response liaison regarding the repetition of MBMS sessions. TSG SA WG2 has considered this LSs and has some comments. 

2. Definition of a session
SA2 always considers a “MBMS session” used at bearer level as a “transmission session” as defined in the LS. There is no concept of a user session in SA2. 

A UE uses a session id to recognise the repetition of the MBMS session. Based on the session id, the UE will decide to whether to receive a specific repeated MBMS session or not. This may give considerable radio resource savings. It is appreciated that the UE could detect the repetition at user level but this would not save radio resources at the bearer level.
SA2 appreciates, that some download user sessions would not gain any benefit from this scheme, so the use of the “transmission session identifier” is optional. SA4’s assumption is correct on this point
