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At GERAN #24-WG3 whilst clarifications were made to TS51.010 test cases 14.2.19, 14.2.20, 14.4.17 and 14.4.18, a discussion ensued relating to exactly what can and cannot be assumed with regard to the delays associated with Loop I (TS 44.014).

TS 44.014 does not refer to any delays associated with Loop I, and over a period of one year it has become apparent that different MS implementations have differing delays.  It has also been recognized that loop I should be considered as two separate parts, with both being allowed independent delays.  These aspects have been accommodated in the aforementioned test cases.

Accepting that the delays associated with this loop do not need to be specified, GERAN WG3 kindly requests clarification as to whether these delays can be considered to remain constant, and if so, under which sets of circumstances.

Can the delays be considered constant for a given MS implementation?

Can the delays be considered constant for the duration of the MS being powered on?

Can the delays be considered constant for the duration of the activation of a TCH?

Can the delays be considered constant for the duration of the closure of Loop I?

If at least one of the above conditions can be considered to be true, then we would kindly request that TS 44.014 is updated to include such a clarification.
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
