Your groups have expressed, directly or indirectly, some wishes to have visibility on the work done within CEPT / WGSE / PT7, about the work item GSM onboard aircraft. SE7 is pleased to bring you the following pieces of information.

Terms of reference

SE7 has been mandated by ECC and WGSE to investigate the compatibility between GSM equipment (including the emissions from a Network Control Unit) used on board aircraft and terrestrial networks including GSM900, GSM1800, IMT-2000 and other affected services.

Compatibility with onboard avionics is out of the scope of the study.

Work schedule

SE7 has worked on this topic since February 2005 and has already provided an interim report to the WGSE, for its 41st meeting, Riga 06-10 June 2005.

The final draft ECC report is to be completed during the SE7 meeting, Paris 20-22 September 2005, and provided to WGSE for its 42nd meeting, Hradec Králové 03-07 October 2005.

WGSE may approve it and put it online for public consultation.

Description of the interim report

The interim draft ECC report is available on the ERO website and its reference is:  SE7 (05)59 issue 1.0.

The document addresses the following elements:

· The scope of the study, 
· The parameters of the systems involved,
· The presentation of the onboard system as it is specified at the moment (NCU, etc.)
· The scenarios adopted,
· The tools which are being used to conduct the simulations,
· The propagation issues,

· The mitigation techniques that could be used to reduce the effect of the interferences produced by the onboard system to the terrestrial networks.
