Rationale

The 12th meeting of CEPT/ECC took place in Cascais, Portugal, at the invitation of Anacom.  ETSI was represented by Michael Sharpe (ETSI Radio Competence Centre) and Georges de Brito (Chairman ERM RM).  
The attached report and recommendations for action contains extracts of the draft Summary Record presented to the meeting, and is provided for technical bodies interested in the relevant agenda items.

Draft ECC Decisions for final adoption:

1.1
(ERM TG DMR): On harmonised frequencies, technical characteristics, exemption from individual licensing and free carriage and use of digital PMR446 applications operating in the frequency band 446.100 – 446.200 MHz  
ECC considered the revised draft version of the ECC Decision (05)HH on licence exempt digital PMR446 applications, which had completed public consultation. Comments received during the public consultation were mainly related to decides 2 of the draft Decision:
[“Decides 2. that in order to provide the widest introduction of digital PMR 446 applications, the frequency band 446.0-446.1 MHz, currently designated for the use by analogue PMR 446, may also be made available for the digital PMR 446 applications on a national basis, especially by countries not able to designate the band 446.1 – 446.2 MHz for digital PMR446;” ]

After a discussion, it was agreed to delete the above text. The ECC adopted the Decision as ECC/DEC(05)12. 25 Administrations indicated that they would implement the Decision.  4 administrations indicated that they could not implement the Decision. Certain Administrations made individual statements in the minutes regarding National adoption of this Decision.  In particular, it was clarified that digital PMR could also be implemented in the 446,0 to 446,1 MHz “analogue” band.

Draft ECC Decisions for Public Consultation

2.1
(ERM TG31A) On the Harmonised conditions for the use of UWB-devices below 10.6 GHz

The key principles of the outline of the draft ECC Decision to be sent for public consultation were agreed, recognizing that some outstanding difficulties raised during the meeting should be highlighted in a cover note associated with the following issues: 

· Definition

· Indoor use

· Use on board ships and aircrafts

· Mitigation techniques

· Phased approach in the band 4.2 – 4.8 GHz

· Maximum mean e.i.r.p. density in the band 3.1 – 4.8 GHz with DAA

· Maximum mean e.i.r.p. density in the band 6 – 9 GHz

The draft Decision on the harmonised conditions for devices using UWB technology in bands below 10.6 GHz was adopted by the ECC for public consultation.  The deadline for comments was set to 24 December 2005.

ECC adopted revised Terms of Reference for ECC TG3 (UWB).

2.2
(MSG) On the harmonised utilisation of spectrum for terrestrial IMT-2000 /UMTS systems operating in the bands 1900 – 1980 MHz, 2010 – 2025 MHz and 2110- - 2170 MHz

A revision of ERC Decision(99)25 was proposed, allowing the use of FDD uplink in the TDD bands.  No pairing plan is proposed with potential downlink channels.  The draft proposes two different guard bands at 2010 MHz (300 kHz for FDD uplink, with 500 kHz remaining for TDD).  The Decision abrogates DEC/(97)07, and ERC/DEC/(00)01, replaces ERC/DEC/(99)25

Annex 1 of the draft decision identifies the revised spectrum scheme, allowing FDD uplink in the TDD bands.

The modified ECC Decision was adopted for public consultation. The deadline for comments was set to 24 December 2005. The comments will be reviewed by ECC PT1 and presented to WG FM for consideration.

Draft ECC Recommendations for final adoption

3.1
(ERM TG17) Annex 13 of  SRD Recommendation 70-03: Wireless Audio Applications in the frequency band 87.5 – 108 MHz  (Micro  FM Transmitters)
The revised version of Annex 13 had been sent for public consultation after the ECC meeting in June 2005 in Reykjavik. Based on technical studies WG SE had concluded that 30-50 nW e.r.p. was sufficient to protect BC. WG FM proposed that a value of 30 nW e.r.p (equivalent to 50nW eirp) should be adopted by ECC.
A decision was taken by a show of hands; 17 Administrations were in favour of the 50 nW limit and 11 Administrations in favour of the 30nW limit. 
The ECC adopted the revised Annex 13 to ERC REC 70-03 with a maximum power of 50nW e.r.p in the 87.5 - 108 MHz band.

Draft ECC recommendations for Public Consultation

4.1
(TISPAN) Misuse of E.164 numbering resources

The draft Recommendation, aimed at customer protection in case of misuse of international E.164 numbering resources, sets up an ECC- list of suspected misused numbers and can be used at the national level as a basis for a national ‘black list’. Based on the national black list individual countries can take national measures as blocking of calls to the numbers on the list to remedy the situation.
The ECC plenary agreed with this and adopted the recommendation to go in public consultation. 
The ECC also agreed with the proposal of the WG NNA to start a limited trial phase in parallel with the consultation period in order to test out the practical working of the principles and procedures of the recommendation.

Final approval of Reports in response to EC Mandates:

The ECC approved:
· The Final Report in response to the second EC Mandate to CEPT to Harmonise radio spectrum use for Ultra-wideband Systems in the European Union (ERM TG31A)
· The Interim Report to develop a strategy to improve the effectiveness and flexibility of spectrum availability for SRD’s (ERM TG28 et al)

Final Approval of Draft ECC Reports

6.1
(EMTEL, TISPAN) Access to Emergency Calls based on VOICE OVER IP 
ECC Report 74 discusses the following critical issues which arise from the inherent property of nomadicity: 

· The need to be able to find out which emergency response centre serves which area 

· The need to be able to establish a call with an emergency response centre using a geographic number 

· The need to determine automatically the location of the caller.

· The need to adapt procedures in emergency response centres to include the handling of calls from VoIP. 

The report was approved as ECC report 74 without comment

6.2
(ECNS, TISPAN) A Model for Interconnection in IP-based Networks

Draft ECC report 75 reviews interconnection models to assist the roll out of new services.  It proposed separation of service provision & connectivity. After discussion, modifications introduced indicating that this isn’t the only possible model.
Workshop planned with TISPAN WG4 in Copenhagen on 18 January 2005.

The report was adopted as modified as ECC report 75.

Approval of draft ECC Reports for public consultation

7.1
(ERM RM) Draft ECC Report on Enhancing Harmonisation and Introducing Flexibility in the Spectrum Regulatory Framework 

This report was developed in ECC PT8 as preliminary investigations into the issues of harmonisation and flexibility and the current regulatory framework for spectrum management. It is intended to inform and assist CEPT members, operators, manufacturers and other interested parties and presents proposals for further work to be undertaken by ECC and its Working Groups. 
A number of Member States made general comments.

The draft report was approved for public consultation until 24 December 2005.
8
Other issues

8.1
(ERM TG25, MSG) GSM on board aircraft 

· SE reported that the spectrum sharing studies were not yet complete. It was proposed that the finalization dates of this report be moved to January 2006 for submission to the ECC meeting March 2006. 
The WG SE chairman reported proposals to include other frequency bands and systems for the compatibility study, especially the 450 MHz band. However, WG SE had decided that the priority will still be set for the 900 & 1800 GSM and 2 GHz UMTS bands.
· The WGRA chairman presented a draft ECC Decision for information, which will need modification to take account of the WGSE results (e.g. regarding the specifications for the onboard Network Control Unit).  

Administrations were encouraged to participate in the discussions in WGRA in the finalisation of the draft Decision (which thus may be in public consultation by the next ECC meeting).

· It was suggested that WG NNA should consider possible numbering issues.

8.2
(ERM TG31A) Licensing conditions for specific UWB applications

ECC TG3 are considering licensing of GPR/WPR imaging systems, associated coordination process, and raised concerns on the potential impact of these systems on purely passive transmitters.  TG3 will continue its work and co-ordinate with ETSI should any modification of the Harmonized Standard EN 302 066 be necessary.

8.3
(SES) JPT MSS 2 GHz: Mobile Satellite Systems with Complementary Ground Component (CGC)
JPT MSS 2 GHz is working under RSCOM mandate to study the implications of the use of CGC.  Concerns had been raised at RSCOM over the compatibility of the work with the Authorisation Directive and European competition rules.  It was decided that JPT MSS 2 GHz should continue its work on the basis of its mandate and in particular: 

· raise all potential technical questions to WGFM and WGRA; 

· take into account the output of the informal group established by the RSCOM and COCOM experts (which has been scheduled for November 16 2005); and

· prepare the draft ECC Decision for adoption for public consultation at the next WGFM and WGRA meetings (respectively January and February 2006).

ECC decided that the formal final adoption of this ECC Decision would only occur once its consistency with the EC legal framework is confirmed

8.4
(BRAN) JPT BWA

ECC noted the proposals for the development of an ECC Decision for the band 3,4 to 3,6 GHz as a preferred band and 3,6 to 3,8 GHz as a possible extension, and a new Recommendation for the 5,8 GHz band.
8.5
(EMTEL, MESA, TETRA) Future deliverables and work plan on Broadband and Wideband Requirements for PPDR

It was noted that FM is in the process of identifying spectrum requirements for broadband and wideband requirements for PPDR.  

WG FM consider that more information from the PPDR users and operators is needed.
WG FM plan to develop an ECC report to identify and characterise different kinds of wide band (WB) and broadband (BB) services, taking into account the user requirements.  As a second step, based on this ECC Report, it would then be decided if, e.g., sharing and compatibility studies are needed, and if there is a need for additional ECC deliverables (Recommendations or Decisions).
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
