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Outline

At PTCRB #41 (August 2005) following the observation of the lack of test coverage for the SS feature CNAP (Calling Name Presentation) a Request for Test (RFT) was generated.

Following post meeting discussions, Aeroflex has volunteered to analyse the requirements and propose an appropriate set of tests.
Principals of analysis

The requirements of CNAP are analysed with the intention of introducing test capability to 51.010 of a level similar to that of comparable features.

Analysis

CNAP (Calling Name Presentation) is a Supplementary Service very similar to CLIP (Calling Line Identity Presentation), where the called party is provided with textual indication of the calling party.  The textual information is stored in the network, and typically would be the name of the caller e.g. “Henley, Mike”.
Since this feature is comparable to CLIP, the existing test coverage of CLIP is identified as.

To cover receipt of ‘calling name identity’, ‘presentation restricted’ and ‘unavailable‘’
